'THE TRAP' OPENED 5TH ZAGREB FILM FESTIVAL

ZAGREB October 21st  – 'The Trap', a praised Serbian-German-Hungarian co-production directed by Srdan Golubović, opened this year's 5th edition of Zagreb Film Festival at SC Cinema today.  
This was the right occasion for the director Srdan Golubović, producer Jelena Mitrović, young actress and the film co-producer Nataša Ninković, cinematography director Aco Ilić and scenographer Goran Joksimović to visit Zagreb. 

'The Trap' is the young director's second film; a story about a man who gets himself into an existential and moral trap, a hero faced with two solutions, both causing him pain, guilt and misery. 'The Trap' is praised for its vivid illustration of the dreary reality of post-Milosevic Serbia where the war is history but its consequences are still dreadfully real.   

During his encounter with the press, after the press screening of 'The Trap', the director said: 'We wanted to paint as realistic a picture of Serbia as we possibly could and stir our generation which has grown tired, in order to arouse a common feeling that we all could live in a happier country. 'The Trap' pleads that no man is ultimately good or bad. I've always wanted to make a movie about people who find themselves in situations which force them to cross that line. Both 'Absolute 100' and 'The Trap' represent my vision of Belgrade.      
'Croatia and Serbia should belong to a common market and it is only a matter of time when this would come about. We share a common task of defending the European film against the aggressive American film industry', added Golubović.
The film producer Jelena Mitrović resumed the story about its production: 'We went into distribution after Berlin Film Festival. The film was number one at box-offices in Serbia for six weeks in a row and it was seen by 53.000 viewers. Last month we went into distribution in Hungary and Germany comes next.' 
ZFF Director Boris T. Matić said he regretted the fact that Croatia didn't join this co-production although Propeler Film entered the contest of the Croatian Ministry of Culture with the screenplay for 'The Trap'. 
The film got enlisted among last year’s ten most significant works at Berlin Film Festival, it was awarded Best Direction Award by the City of Wiesbaden and Grand Prix at Sophia International Film Festival and copyrights have been sold for a Hollywood remake although the director, in his own words, is 'not too excited about this'.         
Nataša Ninković, young actress who has already received numerous awards for her work, shared a few words about the making of this movie: 'It is a film about a country undergoing transition, when social values are greatly disturbed. The people kept refusing to change their system of values until all this gained impact on their lives. I don't think this is a story that could occur in Serbia only, it applies to all transition countries.'
Golubović concluded by emphasizing that they received other festival invitations from Croatia, but that it was his choice to premiere his film at Zagreb Film Festival.

The Festival was inaugurated by Festival Director Boris T. Matić, Festival Producer Hrvoje Laurenta and Duško Ljuština, member of the Council of the City of Zagreb in charge of education, culture and sport.
The 5th Zagreb Film Festival opening ceremony included a performance by Viennese musician Louie Austen, one of the most intriguing composers of dance show time cabaret music known by some as 'the underground Tom Jones', held in the SC Cinema lobby.   
This year the Festival lasts one day longer and introduces some novelties. The official program brings you screenings of some forty debuts, first or second films, and along with the side programs it rounds up at exactly ninety titles from some thirty countries all over the world. Tomorrow we're launching our new program 'Vip Bib Show' intended for the youngest generation of film lovers as well as a special film selection dedicated to elections. We are bringing you our last year's hits as well: 'My First Film', 'Club 100' and 'Matinees'.                                                                                                                
At our press conference scheduled for Monday at 13.00 hours, in the Press Centre, the details of the festival program will be shared by Boris T. Matić, while Tito Fernandes, director of 'Indifferent', Dana Jurčić, director of 'NATO Bombed My Family' and Regina Jurčić, movie protagonist, Li Yang, director of 'Blind Mountain' and Marko Šantić, director of 'Hole' will say a few words about their works.
