WINNERS OF 5TH ZFF AND THE ACADEMY AWARD WINNER DONNERSMARCK AT OUR LAST PRESS CONFERENCE  
Zagreb, October 27th – At the last press conference of the 5th Zagreb Film Festival winners in all categories were announced. 
Festival Director Boris T. Matić spoke to the press and the guests at the conference opening. 'We are extremely pleased with the number of festival visitors this year. Despite the bad weather, all the screenings were packed and nearly all seats taken. We've screened 90 films in 7 days and we have introduced a new program, 'Vip Bib for Kids', which had an amazing number of visitors and will be included next year as well. We've had some great guests, around 140, 103 among them   from abroad. This is the highest number of festival visitors so far. The Festival was covered by more than 250 accredited journalists and the number of visitors has already reached 31 000. We'll have the award ceremony tonight and I'd like to invite you all to join us!'    

Matija Kluković, member of the jury evaluating the Checkered selection announced the winner 'Members of the Checkered Selection jury Tanja Golić, Hrvoje Brekalo, Matija Kluković are presenting the Golden Pram Award for Best Croatian Film to Sara Hribar for 'Let Me Sleep'. The story was well directed and well acted. On the whole, an exceptionally mature work, taking into account that the director is 21 years old.'
Oleg Novković, representative of the documentary selection jury which has worked separately from the feature selection jury for the first time this year, announced the winner of the documentary selection. 'The documentary selection jury consisting of Veton Nurkolari, Oleg Novković, Zvonimir Jurić is presenting the award to the Israeli movie 'The Alpha Diaries' by Yaniv Berman, who courageously and uncompromisingly dealt with the issue of repression. The author used the form of a diary to speak openly and engagingly about the every day life of the Israeli paramilitary forces, reflecting the complexity of the relationship between the oppressors who are forced to do as they were told.' 
On behalf of the feature selection jury the press were addressed by Jan Cvitkovič. 'The feature selection jury consisting of Sam Taylor, Jan Cvitkovič, Goran Rušinović is presenting the award to the short feature film 'What do I Know' directed by Šejla Kamerić and Timur Makarević. It’s a poetic film, precise, mature, with an amazing feeling for the form. Personally, I believe it to be one of the best short films I have ever seen.  
In the feature selection the award goes to 'The Banishment’ by Andrej Zvjagincev. The film is characterized by perfect cinematography, great performances, strangely powerful and unpredictable dialogues and a rare, at moments even mystic atmosphere.'
Goran Rušinović added to Jan’s argumentation 'We found all the films in this selection highly interesting, but ‘Control’ needs to be set apart on account of its exceptional cinematography.'  

Boris T. Matić concluded by announcing the Vip Audience Award. 'The Vip Audience Award goes to 'Control' with the average rating of 4.79. In the second place is 'Eagle vs. Shark' rated 4.63, and The Trap' comes third rated 4.45. However, the award is presented to the highest rated film only.' Matić closed the first part of the conference. 'As early as next week we'll start preparing for the next Zagreb Film Festival.'
The press was greeted by our special guest, German director Florian Henckel von Donnersmarck. 'The Life of Others', which earned him the Academy Award for Best Foreign Film, won its first jury award right here, at last year's Zagreb Film Festival. 'I am very happy to be here with you. My first festival steps were troubled. When the film was refused in Berlin, the Cannes and Venice Festivals wouldn’t have it either and you were the first to accept it. The Golden Pram was my first festival award – all went smooth after that. After Zagreb, the 'European Film Awards' followed and the rest is history', Florian ended with a smile. 
The award ceremony takes place tonight at 20.00 hours in SC Cinema. It will be followed by the screening of Todd Haynes's movie 'I'm Not There'.
